
EPPING, NH PLANNING BOARD MEETING MINUTES

THURSDAY September 8, 2016

PRESENT – Joe Foley, Heather Clark, Brian Reed; Alternate Paul Spidle; Selectmen’s Representative Susan McGeough; Planner Brittany Howard; Secretary Phyllis McDonough.
CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Foley called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm., and appointed Spidle to sit in for Reinhold.

DISCUSSION:
Bruce Mayberry – Impact Fees

Bruce Mayberry came before the Board to explain the new fees for the impacts fee schedule.  The document is will be available at the Town Hall.  

The Board thanked Mayberry and the information will be presented to the Board of Selectmen.
DISCUSSION: 
EJ Cheney & Dave Paley Lane Development Group, LLC 
Ed Cheney came before the Board for guidance on 35-39 Ladd’s Lane.  He explained the site currently consists of 9 units between 2 buildings.  Cheney informed the Board they have been approved for an additional 24 units and are looking to do some development with seven (7) additional, two (2) unit buildings along Ladd’s lane.  Cheney asked if the board feels that dividing it up the number of units is appropriate will all be one parcel rentals, with two bedroom units and one bath.

Howard explained the applicant will have to go back before the Zoning Board, because part of the previous approval from the Zoning Board was to be on Town Water & Sewer, and then back to the Planning Board.  Howard explained this is the Industrial Commercial Zone, therefore, the reason why they went before the Zoning Board.

The Boards concerns are individual number of driveways, number of units, the septic ability to the land, and where the well will be located. 

Spidle asked if there will be individual wells and septic’s.  Paley responded one well, one septic.

Chairman Foley read notice of a Site Plan by Daniel Woodworth.  There were no abutters present.  
Howard explained he’s in the Industrial Commercial Zone there’s a section of that zone to allow for it to transition into a commercial use, the residential use can stay with the property for 30 years.  She stated Woodworth is before the Board to add his commercial use, not to add a structure and to have six (6) spaces for the cars he’ll be working on. 

Daniel Woodworth explained he is looking to start a business with six spaces for vehicles.  He stated there is no repair on the site now and is looking to just run a very small shop, minor repair, no auto body and no employees.

The Board voiced their only concern is leakage from the cars and would like to see some type of apron to park the cars on.

Spidle moved, Clark seconded the motion to approve the Site Plan conditionally to work on cars inside of garage; one year to pave work area with six (6) spaces for vehicles; operating hours 8:00am to 8:00pm Monday through Saturdays and 10:00am to 5:00pm on Sundays; no auto body work done on site; oil and fluids shall be stored inside and in proper containers; State Inspection Station; Howard will visit the site quarterly for inspections; signage will be viewed by Howard.  The motion carried unanimously.
PUBLIC HEARING:

Six-Lot Subdivision

Delaney Road, Tax Map 023 – Lot 176

Chairman Foley read notice of a Six-Lot Subdivision by Black Birch, LLC.  There were no abutters present. 

Attorney Christopher Wyskiel came before the board to address the waiver that was denied at the August 11 meeting that a dead road can’t be built on a dead end road.  He passed out a map to show the site Map 23 Lot 176, depicted a dotted line showing an easement what is shown on the Tax Map 173 that comes to the intersection of Cote Drive.  

Attorney Wyskiel came before the Board to discuss why the waiver was denied and noted the rational of the regulations is a safety measure, and ask that the waiver be reconsidered and stated the same situation exists in the Woodlands.  He spoke about a deed showing a portion of East Delaney Road going up to Coffin Road and the roadway width in 1990, which spoke of making the road wider.  The applicant doesn’t want to abandon the plan but to approach a neighbor to make another loop road to propose a cul-de-sac which doesn’t alleviate the problem of life safety.
Attorney Wyskiel spoke of the possibility to explore looping the road to Cote Drive subdivision, and now after research to see if the owner has property rights, found he does not.  He questioned the Board if a dead end road instead of a loop road would be satisfactory?  Howard stated it would still have a single access off Coffin Road.

Howard explained after speaking with Reinhold he stated if he had to do work on Delaney Road and Cote Drive would need to see upgrades on them.

Chairman Foley question if the board encourages the applicant to go before the Selectmen with this road issue.  The Board is in agreement to send the applicant to the Selectmen at their next meeting, and supports the proposal to upgrade the section of Delaney Road that connects to the Woodlands. 
Spidle moved, Reed seconded the motion to continue the meeting to October 13.  The motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Foley read notice of a Site Plan hearing by Ban Dissanayake.  Abutters present:  Nathan Kamensky.

Howard explained at previous the meeting the Board allowed the van and one piece of equipment to be stored outside.  She stated after a discussion with Dissanayake he would like a trailer stored on site with no equipment on it.  Howard explained there will be no rentals, no liquid, no working on machines on site.  Dissanayake already has his DOT permit and needs state septic approval, and the Board did not agree on hours of operation.  Howard stated she’s received drainage and stated she feels there should be a detention pond.  Snow storage has been moved to the other side of the site so it’s away from the abutter’s property, added an eight foot fence all around the property, cement pad has been added.  She he would like to have the ability to have a car port on the lot until his building can be built.
Howard informed the Board what they need to discuss is adding a trailer, hours of operation, and a temporary carport.
Clark stated she’s comfortable with the trailer and one piece of equipment stored on a concrete pad.

The Board discussed hours of operation 10:00am to 5:00pm, Monday through Saturday and if by himself could go at any time.  For the repair van still a Monday through Saturday use 6:00 to 9:00.

The Board agreed on the temporary 20 x 30 car port as long as it’s gone by January 1, 2017, and no storing on site without a lipped concrete pad apron around it.

Howard noted the drainage needs to be a detention pond on the north side and shown on the plan along with the eight (8) foot fence around the property.

The Board questioned what kind of plants and bushes will be on site and how high the bushes are.  Ban stated approximately four feet tall.

Kaminsky asked about containment on the concrete pad.  Howard explained it will have a lip around it.  Containment should be sealed and if he slopes his property it will be contained. Kaminsky inquired on the eight (8) foot fence around the property if that’s a board’s decision.  The Board noted this is Ban’s agreement and will have the fence two feet onto his property.

Selectman McGeough stated she needs to see a vegetation plan.

Clark moved, Spidle seconded the motion to approve the plan with the conditions: Any and all State Permits (already obtained DOT permit, still needs septic); drainage location shall be shown on the plan (shown on new plan); fence abutting southern neighbor shall be moved into the property two feet; cement pad detail shall be added to the plan; landscape notes shall be added to the plan and reviewed by Town Planner and Selectmen Rep. McGeough; signage shall be reviewed by the Town Planner.  The motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Foley read notice of a Lot Line Adjustment hearing by Patterson Real Estate Development, LLC & SUSC Epping Realty Trust.  There were no abutters present.

Reed moved, Spidle seconded the motion to accept the plans.  The motion carried unanimously.
Matt Fagginger-Auer from Doucette Survey came before the board for a boundary line adjustment.  He explained this will be done to Epping Map 35, Lot 27-003 and Lot 26.  Area “A” to be conveyed to Epping Map 35, Lot 27-3 and Area “B” conveyed to Epping Map 35 – Lot 26; proposed 42.57 acres and 23 acres +/-; frontage won’t change.

Fagginger stated there is one request for a waiver from 10.2c.

Spidle moved, Clark seconded the motion to approve the waiver.  The motion carried unanimously.

Clark moved, Spidle seconded the motion to approve the Lot line Adjustment.  The motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Foley read notice of a Two-Lot Subdivision hearing by SUSC Epping Realty Trust.  There were no abutters present.

Spidle moved, Clark seconded the motion to accept the plan.  The motion carried unanimously.
Matt Fagginger-Auer from Doucette survey proposing to subdivide off a parcel the remaining land will be the proposed lot will have a well and test pits were done, and state septic plan has been submitted.  Wetlands were delineated on the entire parcel.
Show the proposed curb cut on the plan.

Fagginger stated there are three waiver requests:
Waiver 10.2c Spidle moved, Reed seconded the motion to approve the waiver.  The motion carried unanimously.
Waiver 10.2d Spidle moved, Reed seconded the motion to approve the waiver.  The motion carried unanimously.

Waiver 10.2g Spidle moved, Reed seconded the motion to approve the waiver.  The motion carried unanimously.

Spidle moved, Reed seconded the motion to approve the plan with conditions:  Plan requires State Subdivision Approval; any new driveway shall require a Town Driveway Permit; property shall be served by private water and septic; correct proposed lot size on parent lot.  The motion carried unanimously.
