BOARD OF SELECTMEN MEETING MINUTES
TOWN OF EPPING, NEW HAMPSHIRE

SPECIAL MEETING

ATTENDANCE

Chairman Tom Gauthier, Selectmen Jim McGeough, Bob Jordan, Tom Dwyer, and Mike Yergeau; Town
Administrator Gregory Dodge. Executive Secretary Joyce Blanchard was excused.

CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Gauthier called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM at the Epping Town Hall.
BUSINESS

TAX RATE

Town Administrator Gregory Dodge submitted the paperwork from DRA (Department of Revenue
Administration) with the Town of Epping tax rate set for $24.42 per thousand an increase of $0.15
(Fifteen Cents) over last year’s rate. Motion by Selectman Dwyer to accept the tax rate of $24.42 per
thousand as set forth by the NH DRA, seconded by Selectman Jordan, MOTION CARRIED, 5:0:0.

TAX WARRANT

Town Administrator Gregory Dodge submitted the tax warrant as prepared by the Tax Collector, Erika
Robinson to collect property taxes (second issue) in the amount of $8,207,506.36 (Eight Million Two
Hundred Seven Thousand, Five Hundred and Six Dollars and Thirty Six Cents). Motion by Selectman
Jordan to approve the 2014 second issue Tax Warrant in the amount of $8,207,506.36, seconded by
Selectman Dwyer, MOTION CARRIED, 5:0:0.

LETTER TO SCHOOL DISTRICT

Selectman McGeough had received a few complaints about the lack of a handicap “tip down” at the
Epping Middle School gymnasium and main office entrance. He felt at the very least a letter should be
sent to the School Board advising them that a complaint had been made. There was general discussion
with the following motion put forward. Selectman Dwyer pointed out that there is a “tip down” further



down from the main entrance and that it is ADA compliant. Selectman McGeough moved that Town
Administrator Dodge send a letter to the Epping School Board advising them that the Selectmen had
received a few complaints regarding no handicap “tip down” at the main entrance to the Epping
Middle School gymnasium, seconded by Selectman Jordan, MOTION CARRIED, 5:0:0.

TOWN REPORT DEDICATION

Selectman McGeough asked if the Board had considered anyone for the Town Report dedication. A few
names were mentioned but the Board made no decision and will discuss this matter more at a later
meeting.

Selectman McGeough wanted to know what the Board would like to seen done next at Town Hall.
Chairman Gauthier mentioned moving Planning upstairs and Selectman McGeough thought the front
doors needed to be addressed. Selectman Dwyer said that another $50,000 will be on the warrant for
Town Hall improvements. It was also mentioned that the handicap ramp may need to be fixed.

PLOW DRIVERS

There was discussion about the two plow driver hires this past Monday night. Both Fred St. Peter and
Marc Nickerson have reconsidered. Selectman Dwyer made a motion that the Town offer an hourly
rate of $25.00 per hour with a second from Selectman McGeough, MOTION CARRIED, 5:0:0.
NON-PUBLIC NEXT MEETING

Town Administrator Gregory Dodge advised the Board that there will be a non-public on Monday night
with Chief Michael Wallace to discuss raises. Also, Administrator Dodge will have some information
regarding the Comcast agreement renewal.

BUDGET

Selectman Dwyer stated that the budget needs to be ready Monday to go forward to the Budget
Committee. Administrator Dodge assured him that the Finance Director, Lisa Fogg will be at Monday’s
meeting to make any last minute adjustments to the budget. Once a final number is calculated the
Board can consider having the budget move forward to the Budget Committee.
